Unscrew the clamp so that the mouth opens
wide enough to fit around your bridge leg.

With the screw and volume knob on the fingerboard-side
of the bridge, clamp the The SoundClip to the center of the
“E" or "bass" foot of the bridge, below the adjuster (if one
exists). Tighten the clamp until the copper element is firmly
attached, but DO NOT OVERTIGHTEN.

This is a starting position. The SoundClip
can be moved to attain different sound
characteristics. See "Location, Location,
Location" for more details.

Before turning on the amp, turn the
SoundClip's on-board volume all the way
down.
Once the amp is turned on, slowly raise
A S the volume to the desired level.
We find that you can leave the SoundClip on your bass and plug the % inch cable into it
while it is installed on your bass. Just use your thumb or other method to apply an equal
amount of pressure on the other side of the bridge so you do not move the bridge. coliihur Music







We suggest that you use caution
when installing the pickup below an
adjuster or any time you are close to
the bottom of the foot. The weights
are wider than the top section and
may accidentally scrape the top of
the instrument, so be careful!
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
